TWO CENTURIES HISTORIOGRAPHY OF THE AMERICAN
REVOLUTION

Roumen Genov
(Abstact)

The 18" century revolution, that is, the War of Independence and the
formation of the federal republic, was the central event in the history of the United
States. Quite naturally the scholarly interest in that, and the interpretation of the
events and their meaning, dates almost from its own times and has never ceased.
During the last more than two centuries the historiography of the revolution
passed through different stages, from the early popular and uncritical outlines by
participants and contemporaries, through scientific maturing and forming of
different and changing schools of interpretation, and of revisionism (Whig
interpretation, Imperial school, Progressive school, New Left school, Consensus
or neo-Whig school, Marxist interpretation, Neo-Progressive school, etc.) The
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development of the historiography is a result of the evolution of scholarship itself,
but it also, to a degree, a reflection of certain political and intellectual needs of the
public. That is why it will not be devoid of reason to suggest that the

historiography of the American Revolution will remain a field of heated
discussions and conflicting interpretations.
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
